Your Status as an Air Force Reservist

Air Foree Reservist you would of course, expet 1o be caled to
active military service if your country nceds you. As a reservi
you will have had the advantage of prior training and :]mcnhied faatrio.

Your chance of being called during any type of emergency depends upon
whether you are in the Ready or Smmlln Reserve.

The amount of your Air Reserve retirement benefts will depend entirely
upon you. The more you put into the Air Reserve, the more you will receive

o the long run.  This is a dollars-and-cents proposition that you must con-
sider now to be in on the paying end later in life.

The percenxage of your retirement pay is dependent upon the number
of points you earn. You must accrue a minimum of 50 points each year
to hm it m..md as satisfactory.

You may earn points in the following manner:

1 point for each day on active duty (not to exceed 365 points).
